History: Mr. Heslip was seen today for followup of his labs. Several abnormalities noted. The first abnormality is a highly increased cholesterol with increased LDL and low HDL and the patient tells me he does not take his simvastatin 40 mg a day regularly, but he will do it now. The second problem noted in the lab is his PSA that is significantly elevated to 12+. The patient states he has seen Dr. Bhavsar in the past, has been diagnosed with prostate cancer, but does not want a major surgery because Dr. Bhavsar had told him that he has a massively enlarged prostate and that he may have to go out of town to get this surgery done and he refuses to get surgery done. I told him to discuss about radiation therapy for prostate cancer. I told him we will fax him the results of elevated PSA. The patient understands that. Second thing is his A1c was 6.2. He is just using glimepiride twice a week. Advised him to take it every day. So, multiple changes done. He wanted a Viagra 100 mg prescription, which was given. The only good part on his labs today was his creatinine has decreased from 2.01 to 1.97, which is the best creatinine he has ever had. He is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
