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1. JG, 8-year-old young man seen with fish hooks in the right leg removed without any difficulty, antibiotic and tetanus were covered. Family very happy with the care.
2. AV, 6-year-old child with COVID 19 and headache treated conservatively, doing much better today. Family was happy with the care.
3. AV, 31-year-old female with headache and positive COVID test was treated with Paxlovid. Family was happy and they are improving already. Chest x-ray was done.
4. RR, 33-year-old male with back pain proved to be kidney stones. Normal vitals. Non-obstructing stones and was sent home with Flomax and pain medications. The patient had improved and there was no reason for observation. They were happy with the care.
5. JP, 10-year-old child seen with rash/spider bite treated with only Bactroban antibiotic cream and there were happy with care. No issues at the hospital or with the family.
6. JT, 52-year-old male with COVID exposure. COVID testing was negative, just treated conservatively with Tessalon Perles.
7. LN, 4-year-old child with COVID exposure negative. Doing well and the grandmother is happy with the care that was received. No issues or problems.
8. KC, 3-year-old with skin rash diagnosed with dermatitis treated and released. Mother was happy with the care.
9. MD, 35-year-odl woman seen with abdominal pain, increased liver function test and status post cholecystectomy possible retain stone Dr. Maedo transferred the patient to Deerbrook. The patient was very happy with doctor in Porter, but she states she got there around 4 in the morning and left 4 in the afternoon and the next day did not see one doctor and she was upset because they cut off her pain medication and nobody came and talk to her so she was very upset that she was treated that such and did not see a physician at Deerbrooks, but was very happy with Porter and ER doctor.
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10. LS, 18-month-old baby with fever diagnosed with otitis media treated with Amoxil.  Nobody answered the phone this morning or this afternoon.
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
