The patient presents with history of recurrent ear blisters, itching and hurting for the past two days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above. Recurrent vesicular lesions of mouth, usually brought on by heat several times a year, has been using topical agents with fair control, requesting something stronger.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has a history of asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include antihistamines p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Skin: Vesicular lesions on lips primarily right corner of mouth. Remainder of head, eyes, ears, nose and throat exam without other abnormality. Neck: Negative for adenopathy or stiffness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Peripheral pulses present and equal. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Recurrent oral herpes.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zovirax pills to take as needed. Follow up as needed.
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
