The patient is seen with history of cough and sore throat and headache since last night. Temperature 99.1.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, slight sore throat and headache for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of scoliosis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Both ears with tubes x 2.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Antihistamine p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative except for erythema of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neurological: Negative.

The patient had COVID and strep tests performed which were negative.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with influenza not type A or B.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax to take as discussed. Follow up p.r.n.
