The patient was seen via Doxy. She has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Teresa was seen for followup. She described that she has been doing very good. She does not hear any voices or does not have any paranoid delusion. No stiffness, any tremors, or akathisia due to the Prolixin. She pleased that medication has been working. She has been going to work on a daily basis. I further discussed that compliance with the medications and develop coping skills to deal with the situation. I also explained the risk, benefit, and side effects. She described that she has been doing very well and she like to be continued with the same medication. Her attention span was fair. Memory was fair. Thought process is coherent. She appears to be of average intelligence. She can do simple addition and multiplication. She has no history of alcohol and substance abuse.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid symptomatically stable. No akathisia, tremors, or dystonia.

PLAN: Continue with the Prolixin 1 mg at bedtime Benadryl 25 mg at bedtime. The patient reported that since she got 90-day supply she may need medication next followup appointment in 30 days.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
