SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Gary described that overall he is feeling fine and he does not have any problem with the depression or anxiety although he indicate that a month before he was quite happy and cheerful but last month he was involved in identity thefts and he has spent lot of time and was worried and anxiety but now thing are over. He has been also free from other problems except DMC billing problem although he seen a neurologist and work on his issues. He has been taking Wellbutrin SR 150 mg daily it has been helping him. He also described that he has trying to cut down his medication like Percocet he did like preferred methadone also taking gabapentin and spinal cord stimulation. He described his number of medical issues have been in a control and he feels positive about it. He was alert, oriented, and is in good eye contact. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. He was not talking as much as he was in the past in evaluation. He described there is no suicidal thought. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. He has been living with his wife and has been tried to make himself busy in daily activities. He also involved in physical activity in the form of riding a treadmill. He described that things are working fine and hopefully everything would be find.
ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder recurrent, history of dysautonomia, spinal fusion, and hypertension,.

PLAN: I will continue with the current plan. Mr. Kolakowski described that he has sufficient supply of the Wellbutrin and does not need any refill at this point so follow up appointment was given in 30 days.
