The patient was seen via Doxy. He has consented for telehealth appointment.
SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he has been doing all right. Yesterday, he went to compressive counseling and got a Prolixin Decanoate injection. He has been taking medication and does not have any side effect like there are no tremors, dystonia, or any akathisia. He is still taking: olanzapine 20 mg daily. He is living by himself in a home, but he has a contact with his parents and he tried to make he is busy at home and doing lot of activities. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. His speech was clear. Thought process is organized. The patient was appreciated because of his positive improvement and also compliance with the treatment. He was given insight into his treatment and also provided support to continue the treatment. He described he is taking medication and has been feeling good.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia, chronic, paranoid type. Currently, he is stable.

PLAN: Olanzapine 20 mg daily and Prolixin Decanoate, which he gets from the comprehensive counseling. Follow up appointment was given in 30-days.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
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
