Medication readjustment due to potential interaction with carbamazepine and advanced treatment regimen for chronic hepatitis C.
Dear Dr. Al Dwairi and Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Mr. Savage for examination and treatment.
He was seen today, but I did not have any additional information regarding anticipated medical treatment regimen or the nature of his hepatitis C variety (1-5?).

I understand that he will be seeing you again on the 30th and I called and spoke with your office, so that we can communicate before he returns in order to make a treatment adjustment decision.

My preliminary review of the therapeutic literature indicates that substitution of Keppra may be acceptable since some of the medical regimen there is no interaction as there would be with carbamazepine.
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Further information, however, is important in consideration of adjustment of his regimen, which we discussed with him today and which I will initiate as soon as we have the information, so that he can move forward with his treatment.

I will send a followup report after we have more information and possibly speak.
