Mr. Bibber was seen regarding hypertension, diabetes mellitus, dementia, gastroesophageal reflux disease, etc.

HISTORY: Mr. Bibber was pleasant. He was able to walk successfully from outside into the building where we could examine him. He is pleasantly confused. He does have diabetes mellitus, but states that his sugars are normal in the 100s. He denies any polyuria or polydipsia. He denies any paresthesias. He denies major visual complaints.

He has history of hypertension, but that is also well controlled at the present time. There is no headache or any kind of cardiac symptoms such as chest pain.

He has gastroesophageal reflux disease but denies any heartburn currently.

He does have significant dementia, but he can do most of his basic activities of daily living, but he does need supervision. His hypertension is controlled. There is a mention of a seizure disorder and he is on levetiracetam 500 mg twice a day, but denies recent seizures. 

PAST HISTORY: Essential hypertension, diabetes mellitus type II, dementia, gastroesophageal reflux disease, hyperlipidemia, and seizures.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, diarrhea, bleeding, constipation, dysuria, hematuria, arthralgias etc.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing.  Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/80, temperature 97.6, pulse 90, O2 saturation 95%, and respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal on inspection. Pupils are equal and reactive to light. Extraocular movements are intact. Neck: Supple. No mass or nodes. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. CNS: Cranial nerves are normal. Sensation intact. Musculoskeletal: Shoulder range of motion is normal. Gait was stable. Mental Status: Affect was good. He was oriented to person. Orientation to time he got 1/5. He knew the day of the week, but not the month, year, season, or date. Orientation to place he got 2/5 and that he knew the state and floor, but he could not tell me the city, county, or place.

1. Mr. Bibber has diabetes mellitus controlled with metformin 500 mg daily and we will order hemoglobin A1c if none was done recently.

2. He has hypertension controlled with metoprolol 50 mg twice a day.

3. He has gastroesophageal reflux disease. I will continue Protonix 40 mg daily.

4. He has history of seizures and I will continue levetiracetam 500 mg twice a day.

5. He has hyperlipidemia and I will continue atorvastatin 20 mg daily.
