Mr. Bozoki was seen regarding coronary artery disease, chronic atrial fibrillation, gastroesophageal reflux disease, and dementia.

History: Mr. Bozoki is extremely hard of hearing. Information was obtained with great effort and also from his wife. He has knee pain and arthritis of both knees, but he ambulates well. His coronary artery disease is stable. He has no chest pain or other cardiac symptoms. He has atrial fibrillation and heart rate is stable. He is on Eliquis 3.25 mg twice a day for anticoagulation. He is on amiodarone 200 mg daily and propafenone 225 mg daily for rate control. He denies any dizziness and palpitations. His prostatic hypertrophy is baseline. He does have weak stream, but he denies other specific symptoms. His dementia persists. He is only partially oriented. He has had behaviors in the past, but since he got calm he was sent to yesenia Garden. He once had an episode of aggression. He has some degree of depression present. He also has anxiety. He is fairly calm when seen today.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for chronic atrial fibrillation, coronary artery disease, dementia with behavior disorder, gastroesophageal reflux disease, anxiety, and benign prostatic hyperplasia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: No fever or chills. HEENT: Eye – Decreased vision. ENT – He has decreased hearing. Respiratory: No current dyspnea or cough. Cardiovascular: No chest pain. GI: No abdominal pain, vomiting, or bleeding No heartburn. GU: No dysuria, but he has developed weak stream. Hematologic: No bruising or bleeding. Skin: No rash or itch.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He was not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/76, pulse 74, temperature 96.8, and oxygen saturation 95% on room air. Head & Neck: Eyelids and conjunctivae normal. Extraocular movements are normal. Pupils are equal and reactive to light. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Slight edema. Abdomen: Nontender. Musculoskeletal: He has both knees replaced and there is scar from that. Slight pain, but he ambulate and can weightbear.

Assessment/plan:
1. Coronary artery disease stable with aspirin 81 mg daily plus Plavix 75 mg daily plus Nitrostat 0.4 mg daily p.r.n. and plus Imdur 30 mg daily.

2. He has atrial fibrillation and heart rate is controlled with amiodarone 200 mg daily and propafenone 225 mg b.i.d.
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3. He has dementia with behaviors and continues Seroquel 125 mg daily and Depakote 250 mg t.i.d. for mood.
4. He has benign prostatic hyperplasia and I will continue Flomax 0.4 mg daily.

5. He has anxiety and I will continue Zoloft 50 mg nightly.

6. Depression and he is also on buspirone 5 mg b.i.d.

7. He has gastroesophageal reflux disease stable with Pepcid 20 mg b.i.d.
