SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 101. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative except for 1+ erythema of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neurological: Negative.

The patient had flu, strep, and COVID screens with positive COVID test.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: COVID, pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for amoxicillin, followup p.r.n., with COVID precautions and go to the emergency room as needed.
