SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: The patient was seen via Doxy.  The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment. Sharon described that she has been making improvement. She is more focussed. Her depression is reduced. Her psychosocial issues and the medical issues are in control and she feels that she is much better. She denies any depression, sadness, or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. I appreciate her improvement and also her ability and coping skills to deal with the situation. She has completed her physical therapy for the shoulder pain and also for the back pain and also having a history of left knee total replacement surgery and to which she has been recovering. She was cooperative, appropriate, and attentive. She wants to have all her medications which she is taking for depression and attention deficit disorder.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, attention deficit disorder symptomatically stable. No active side effect.

PLAN: Continue with the Vyvanse 60 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day supply of medication was ordered. The patient was explained risk, benefit and side effect and verbal consent was obtained. The patient has no history of substance abuse or any major problems at this point. Follow up appointment was given in four weeks.
