CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam as well as irritation on the lips.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed for past two weeks irritation of the skin on the lips and he used Neosporin ointment with some relief, but he has recurrence of this problem. The patient denied changing in his diet or consuming high citrus fruit. The patient does not have any soreness of mouth. There was no swallowing difficulty.

OBJECTIVE:
