I got a call through the answering service to call this patient’s wife back. I returned the call. She advised me that she had taken him for ECT at the Cypress Creek Hospital where he had gotten some ECTs before, but then he had discharged himself. So, he was up there for ECT and they did not provide him the ECT because the patient had taken 8 mg of Ativan, along with he had been drinking alcohol, and had taken some hydrocodone last night and so they felt that ECT could not be done. The patient’s wife states that the patient had been drinking alcohol, had been taking medications, had also taken medications like just described, and was very angry and moody. She wanted to admit him at the hospital. I told her that they are at the hospital at Cypress Creek right now because that is what she just told me, so try to get him admitted there for psychiatric care. The patient’s wife stated that during his last admission “they gave him a bunch of Xanax”, “they made him a zombie”, etc., but I have spoken to Dr. Venkatesh after his last discharge and Dr. Venkatesh had advised me that they had not over given him the Xanax, and that the patient had been coming up with some medical illness, which later turned out to be that the patient was coronavirus positive. He was then treated at the emergency room with antibiotics, etc. The patient was also diagnosed to have strep throat as his wife had told me later. So, I have advised her that they both consider being admitted at Cypress Creek Hospital because they are right there instead of going around looking for other hospitals in Houston, and they have used that hospital before. Wife stated that it did make sense, and she was going to try to get him admitted there. I have told her that if she does not like that, and is willing to look for other hospitals while he is with her and all that, she should give me a call back and I will try to find another hospital, but logically it makes sense to admit the patient where you are and that is a facility that does treat psychiatric patients.

I have also made a text to Dr. Venkatesh, and called him, and left a message to call me back.
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
