The patient is seen with history of vomiting and diarrhea with sore throat and headache for four days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Slight cough, congestion, lethargy, and sore throat for four days. Exposed to COVID and strep.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Attention deficit disorder.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: No current medications.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with COVID.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative except for pharyngeal erythema. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: 1+ epigastric tenderness without guarding or rebound. Skin: Without abnormalities. Extremities: Without abnormalities. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormalities.

Strep and COVID tests were performed which both were negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with flu-like symptoms and pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Z-PAK. Follow up as needed.
