HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS:: This is a 67-year-old white male that has been on hemodialysis for over three years. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension, hyperlipidemia and coronary artery disease. His dialysis treatments have been very well tolerated. This is a patient with excellent compliance. He follows recommendations in terms of scheduling appointments, following the fluid restrictions and taking the medications.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: This patient denies the presence of weakness, tiredness, general malaise, fever, or shaking chills. Cardiovascular: No chest pains, palpitations or skipping beats. Respiratory: No shortness of breath, cough or sputum production. Gastrointestinal: No nausea. No vomiting. No abdominal pain. GU: Unremarkable. Musculoskeletal: Unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: The estimated dry weight is 73 kilos. Blood pressure is 156/82. Respiratory rate is 20. Temperature is 98. Pulse is 74 regular.

HEENT: Head: Normocephalic without deformities or trauma. Mouth: Fair dental hygiene. The oral mucosa is hydrated.
Neck: Supple. No jugular vein distention.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion.

Heart: Regular rate and rhythm.

Abdomen: Soft and depressible without rebound or guarding.

Genitalia: Within normal limits.

Extremities: Faint pulses and no evidence of edema.

This patient is having dialysis through an AV graft that is in the right arm.

IMPRESSION:

1. End-stage renal disease on hemodialysis.

2. Anemia related to CKD.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Coronary artery disease.

6. Hyperphosphatemia.
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
