ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Acute SARS CoV-2 infection/COVID-19 syndrome. The patient will be treated with multidrug early treatment protocol with ivermectin, hydroxychloroquine, azithromycin, prednisone, nystatin, albuterol, Bromfed DM, and famotidine. In addition to nutraceuticals including vitamin C, vitamin D3, zinc, melatonin, and aspirin. The patient was advised that both hydroxychloroquine and ivermectin are not FDA approved to treat COVID-19 and they are being used off label. She is agreeable to proceed with therapy.
