Chief Complaint: Mr. Carl Dewayne Craft is a 45-year-old African American male who was involved in an accident in 2019, when he hurt his left knee.

History of Present Illness: The patient states he was working for a cement truck company when the back wheels of a cement truck got stuck in mud and the owner of the trucking company called a wrecker service to help pull the truck out and the wrecker driver told him to get on the truck. The patient did get on the cement truck and the cement truck fell on aside injuring his left knee, hurting his neck and shoulders. He states ambulance was called. He was taken to the emergency room and discharged. The patient states he still has the case in the court. Apparently, because that Mr. Craft was not a permanent employee of the company he did not get any benefit. He states he is not able to go back to work because his knee is very unstable. He was advised surgery. The patient was stayed to go for surgery, but now it looks like he is going to have to have surgery done as his left knee hurts, left hip hurts and left leg hurts, he states with even putting pressure on his right knee now. He states his lower back hurts and he has occasional numbness that travels to both legs after he stands for a while. He denies any bowel or bladder problems.

Past Medical History: History of hypertension is present.

Operations: In the past, none.

Medications: Medications at home include:

1. Advil.

2. Aleve.

3. Metoprolol for blood pressure.

Allergies: None known.
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Personal History: He states he did not finish high school, but he has a GED and he has worked as a truck driver all along. He is able to drive a cement truck and an 18-wheeler and all kinds of trucks and he states when the business is down he does a different kind of trucking instead of 18 wheelers, but since 2019, he is not able to do that. He has a common-in-law lady, he has been living with 28 years and they have one son 17 years old who is a senior in high school. He states that his lady friend works at TDC, but he is not able to go back to work because of increased pain. He smoked one pack of cigarettes a day for about 30 years and quit about five years ago. He denies drinking alcohol or doing drugs.
Review of Systems: He gives history of low back pain, left knee pain, right knee pain, and left hip pain. He denies any chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain.

Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Carl Dewayne Craft to be a 45-year-old African American male who is awake, alert and oriented, in no distress. He is using a cane for ambulation. His gait is abnormal. He cannot hop, squat or tandem walk. He can pick up a pencil and he can button his clothes. He is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 6’1”.

Weight 227 pounds.

Blood pressure 146/96.

Pulse 94 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 98%.

Temperature 96.8.

BMI 30.
Snellen’s Test: His vision is:

Right eye 20/20.

Left eye 20/20.

Both eyes 20/20.

He does not have glasses and he does not have hearing aid.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. His left knee, he cannot extend it completely and he cannot flex it completely and he was limping on the left leg even with the use of cane.
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His straight leg raising is barely 15 degrees on the left side, about 60 degrees on the right side. There is no evidence of muscle atrophy. Reflexes are 1+ throughout. Finger-nose testing is normal. Alternate pronation and supination of hands is normal. Range of motion of lumbar spine is decreased by 50%. He is right-handed.

The Patient’s Problems are: History of accident in 2019, where the patient fell on the left side and injured his left knee, left shoulder, left hip and lower back. He did not get any surgical intervention done at that time as he was scared and now he has difficulties ambulation. He is getting no benefits because he was told he had contract labor with this company and he has not returned to work in three years.
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
