History: Mr. Green is an 85-year-old obese African American male who has severe arthritis of his both knees left more than right. He had gone for a preop evaluation with the cardiologist to see if he is a good candidate. He was found to have some aortic stenosis, but putting everything together, he was okayed for surgery. I think Dr. Veazey was uncertain whether he wanted to operate on him or not because of his age and other factors including he has chronic renal failure stage III. I had advised the patient to see if he could get a steroid shot in his left knee and Dr. Veazey gave him the shot in the left knee with improvement. The patient was advised to use furosemide for leg edema, he is losing weight and that is a change. The patient states he himself has decided not to get the surgery done as he states since the steroid shot in the knee he has felt better and he states Dr. Veazey had told him he will get steroid shot every three months if it helps, so the patient is contented. I had sent him to Dr. Vasudev for his kidney problems and he has much improved. He feels this is stage III renal failure, but does not want to give him any medication at this time. He is going to be managed medically with not using too much of diclofenac or any other nonsteroidal though you do not use it and he is in pain and you use it and his kidneys are in danger. Overall, he also has history of gout. His med list reconciled. He does have a loud systolic murmur of aortic stenosis that is heard over upper parts of his chest. The patient is using a cane for ambulation. He is doing good. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. He will be seen in the office in a month. He was given a Fluad flu shot today.
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
