History: Ms. Moore was seen today. Ms. Moore had a Medicare physical plus a visit. Ms. Moore has chronic pain. She sees pain management doctor. She saw Dr. Mays, a cardiologist, two months ago. She states her pain got too bad two months ago and she went to the pain management at Scott & White and got shots one in the neck and two in the back. The patient states she has diabetic retinopathy as well as severe glaucoma and goes to Temple, Texas for treatment of her glaucoma and the retinopathy. The patient’s med list reconciled. She had told me last time that she had periods where she could not remember well and we had wanted to do an evoked test on her. She was under the impression that she had to have somebody assist her and bring her, but I told her if she is able to drive locally, which she does as she did today, that she can come in next week, we will give a flu shot then and do the evoked testing. The patient was also due for colonoscopy, but has not had colonoscopy done because she has nobody to take her home after the colonoscopy. She states for her eyes she pays for a ride to take her to the Temple, but she cannot ask her too many times as she cannot afford. Med list reconciled. The patient did end up seeing the endocrinologist at Scott & White who decreased her 75/25 insulin to 17 units twice a day and the patient’s A1c was 5.9 or 6. She has no episodes of hypoglycemia. Her med list was reconciled. I am going to see her in the office next week for the evoked testing.
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
