History: Ms. Hedderman was seen today. She has not had any further dizzy spells. Ms. Hedderman states she is here to discuss results of carotid ultrasound and the CT of the head. The CT of the head shows mild cerebral shrinking, the ventricles are enlarged and this could be suggestive of normal-pressure hydrocephalus. There is definitely small vessel disease. In view of that, I think the patient should see a neurologist. A referral will be made to Dr. Moghalu. Scott & White Clinic has already told us that they have a four-month waiting period. Dr. Moghalu’s phone number and address was given. The patient was given the Fluad flu shot and we are going to see her in the office in a month. I have encouraged her to see Dr. Lechin, the cardiologist, as with any dizzy spell in an elderly person we need to be sure the heart is good and the brain is good. The normal-pressure hydrocephalus is not the reason why she had the dizzy spell, but the patient has a permanent defibrillator and I told her she must get that checked. The patient understands that. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
