HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 29-year-old woman who suffers from ADHD on high-dose Vyvanse 70 mg per Dr. Goin, comes in today with symptoms of sore throat, fever, and chills. Mother has COVID-19 at home.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Ovarian cyst removal in 2018.
MEDICATIONS: Vyvanse 70 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Immunizations for COVID-19 are up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink. She is married. She has no children. She works in retail.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with breast cancer, history of diabetes and hypertension. Father with diabetes and Crohn's disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 199 pounds, no significant change. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 87. Blood pressure 127/77.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
COVID-19 is positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. COVID-19 positive.

2. Paxlovid pack x1.

3. Reevaluate in three days if not improved.

4. The patient is to call us if she gets worse or develops fever, chills, chest pain, or shortness of breath. Explained to her that the Paxlovid is antiviral. The patient may develop bacterial infection and she must keep us abreast of things.

5. Again, Vyvanse is per Dr. Goin and that was not given by this clinic today.
