The patient is seen with complaints of green mucus with coughing and sore throat for the past two days. He thinks his asthma is acting up. Negative COVID test at home.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, sore throat, and congestion for two days with negative home COVID test.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal, C-section x 1, tonsillectomy, and removal of right ovary.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history of mild asthma.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. No wheezing or rhonchi heard. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Sporadic respiratory infection with mild pharyngitis and asthma by history.
PLAN: The patient was given refill for albuterol inhaler and refills for nebulizer at home with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with followup as needed with asthma precautions.
