I have reviewed Mr. Barber’s evaluation by the neurologist. The neurologist feels like his dementia or change in mental status may be related to an external factor or metabolic factor as opposed to early dementia. His liver function test is slightly elevated. I am going to check him for hepatitis. Also, his B12 is slightly low. We are going to start replacing B12 with injectables. His PSA is normal, which allows us to go ahead and start gently giving him testosterone shot.

He still needs to be seen by a different neurologist for a second opinion, which I will make happen at the Medical Center as I spoke to the wife earlier. He will be here Monday for wife to get training regarding both issues. Cholesterol 229. He is going to get started on simvastatin 40 mg once a day. We may hold off on that till we get to the bottom of the increased liver function tests.
