Ms. Marino is a 75-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with a multinodular goiter in October 2021. This was an incidental finding. The patient had a CT scan, which noted a right thyroid nodule measuring 3.8 x 2.8 cm. She feels a lump in her throat. She reports dry skin. Denies any palpitations or tremors. Denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. Her TSH is 1.15 and free T4 is 0.98.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, she has a dominant nodule on the right measuring 3.8 x 2.8 cm. This was noted on CT scan in October 2021. My recommendation is to get an FNA biopsy of this nodule and review the results with the patient during her followup visit.

2. Should surgical consultation being recommended, we will plan on sending the patient to Dr. Sharma for surgical removal of the right thyroid nodule.

3. We will see the patient in a few weeks to review the results of the pathology report from the FNA biopsy of the right thyroid nodule.
