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CHIEF COMPLAINT
Sinus thrombosis.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 75-year-old male, with a chief complaint of sinus thrombosis.  Majority of the history is provided by the son.  According to the son, the patient was in Mumbai in August 2021.  The patient has sustained a sinus thrombosis.  The patient was also diagnosed of osteomyelitis of the skull.  The patient was started on warfarin a month.  The patient also has biopsy of the osteomyelitis.  The patient has warfarin for about seven months 2.5 mg per day.  In August 2021, the patient was switched to Plavix 75 mg a day. The patient does not have hemiparesis. No hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.  The patient does have tremors in arms and legs.  The last brain MRI was in November 2021.  The patient has osteomyelitis of the skull.  The patient was followed by a neurosurgeon in Mumbai.  The patient had antibiotics.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
Dural sinus thrombosis, found in August 2021.  The patient has been on warfarin for seven months.
Osteomyelitis of the skull, status post antibiotic treatment.  The patient also had a biopsy by neurosurgeon in Mumbai.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

Prostate surgery.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Neurocetam once a day.

2. Invokana 100 mg a day.

3. Lisinopril once a day.

4. Propranolol one pill a day.

5. Multivitamins.

6. Atorvastatin.

7. Plavix 75 mg a day.

ALLERGIES

No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is widow with four children.  The patient is retired.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

Diabetes and cholesterol issues common in the family.

IMPRESSION

1. Dural sinus thrombosis.  The patient was found to have dural sinus thrombosis in Mumbai in August 2021.  The patient received warfarin treatment for seven months.
2. History of osteomyelitis of the skull.  The patient was evaluated by neurosurgeon in Mumbai.  The patient has biopsy and antibiotics treatment.

3. The MR scan back in August 2021 shows superior part of the left internal jugular vein, left sigmoid and lateral part of the left transverse sinuses showing absent flow on the MR venogram, consistent with dural venous sinus thrombosis.

4. Repeat of the MRI scan, on 12/20/2021, shows that there is partial recanalization.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient and the son of the above diagnosis.

2. I will rescan with the brain MRI, brain MR venogram, with and without contrast, to evaluate for the dural sinus thrombosis and osteomyelitis.

3. Recommend to the patient to follow up with the neurosurgeon to follow up with the osteomyelitis.  The patient was found to have osteomyelitis with the neurosurgeon.  Alternatively, he followed with an Infectious Disease doctor.
4. Plavix 75 mg once a day.
5. I will also consider give the patient Keppra if any seizure activities.
6. I recommend the patient to follow up with me on 10/17/2022.
