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Dear Dr. Gallo:

I had the pleasure to see Julianna today for initial evaluation for seizures.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is an 18-year-old female, with chief complaint of seizures.  Majority of the history is provided by the mother.  The patient was diagnosed with history of juvenile myoclonic epilepsy and absence seizures since 2016.  The patient started to have juvenile myoclonic epilepsy with head nodding.  With the absence seizures the patient would have staring spells.  At that time the patient saw pediatric neurologist.  The patient was treated with medications and she got much better.  Now her symptoms are much rare and it has not happened for a while.  It usually happens once every six months.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  Denies any convulsions.  Denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. Juvenile myoclonic epilepsy.

2. Absence seizures.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Ethosuximide 250 mg/5 mL, 5 mL twice a day.

ALLERGIES
The patient is allergic to amoxicillin.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is a college student.  The patient is single.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

Mother had heart disease, epilepsy, cancer, high blood pressure, diabetes and thyroid problems.  Father has diabetes and schizophrenia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM
The patient has muscle pain and cramps.

IMPRESSION
1. Juvenile myoclonic epilepsy diagnosed in 2015.

2. Absence seizures.

The patient had seen a pediatric neurologist at that time.  The patient was put on Ethosuximide.  That has been very effective for her.  Now she only has these seizures may be once every six months.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. Recommend the patient to continue to take the Ethosuximide 250 mg/5 mL, 5 mL twice a day.

3. We will check her blood test every six months, including liver function test, comprehensive metabolic panel and CBC.

4. The patient is currently not planning to get pregnant.  Explained the patient that she needs to let me know immediately if she is going to get pregnant because she is taking seizure medications.

5. Also asked the patient to get all her medical records from her previous pediatric neurologist so I can review all the medical records from her previous neurologist.

6. I recommend the patient to follow up with me on 11/07/22.

7. I will also obtain an EEG study.
