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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Visual disturbance.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 26-year-old male, with chief complaint of visual disturbance.  The patient tells me that there was one time few years ago, he was flying on a plane, suddenly as the plane was landing, the patient has sharp pain in the right eye.  The patient suddenly had right eye visual disturbance and right eye vision loss.  It lasts about 30 minutes and then resolved completely.  The patient tells me that he had similar episodes, about twice in the last two months in which he has a brief episode of sharp pain in the right eye.  The patient tells me that pain could be as severe as 10/10.  However, there is no nausea or vomiting.  There is no double vision.  Denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes.  The patient tells me that he has seen an eye doctor.  I asked him if he is an ophthalmologist or optometrist, the patient does not know the difference.  The patient did not know.

There is no family history of similar medical condition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has vision problems.

IMPRESSION
1. Right eye pain associated with right visual disturbances, as he was flying on the plane and landing, a few years ago which resulted in 30 minutes of right visual disturbance.  The patient tells me that at work recently, for twice in the last two months, the patient has eye pain in the right eye with sharp stabbing pain that lasts about 30 minutes.  The patient tells me that he has seen an eye doctor.  I asked him if he seen an ophthalmologist or an optometrist, the patient does not know.  I asked the patient to find out that was an optometrist or an ophthalmologist.
2. The patient’s mother has history of migraine headaches.  Differential diagnosis would include migraine headaches, optic neuritis, or ocular problems.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. I will give the patient a trial of Imitrex 50 mg a day as needed, to see if that would help with these eye pain and headache.  If the Imitrex is not effective, I can give him Maxalt 10 mg once a day as needed.
3. I will obtain a brain MRI, to definitively evaluate for structural lesions in the brain, multiple sclerosis.
4. The MRI will also be evaluating for optic neuritis and inflammation of the optic nerve.
5. I will follow the patient in a month.
