Dear Doctors:
This is a face-to-face followup visit for Mr. Gump with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and history of prostate carcinoma.  His last visit was on 02/28/2022.  His sister accompanies him to the visit.  He is feeling well.  He denies any new illnesses or concerns.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  He is eating well and he has gained seven pounds over the last six months.  Urine is clear.  He has some occasional dribbling of urine but no cloudiness or blood.  No edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from his previous visit.

Physical Examination:  Weight 222 pounds.  Blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff is 120/66.  Pulse 89.  Oxygen saturation is 92% on room air.  No carotid bruits or JVD.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on 01/13/2022.  Creatinine was 1.9 with estimated GFR of 35 that is within his range.  It is ranging between 1.7 and 2.1 for the last year.  Albumin 3.9 and calcium 9.3.  Electrolytes are normal.  Phosphorus is 3.5.  Hemoglobin 15.4 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels and hypertension, currently at goal.  The patient will continue all of his routine medications.  He will follow a low-salt diet.  Labs will be checked every three months and he will be rechecked by this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
