CC: Constipation.

HPI: The patient had some constipation over the last couple of days. I was contacted by HH. She was given a brown cow, which finally led to a BM. Routinely, she takes Senna one tab h.s and actually that is all. She had been on other stool softener previously but quit taking it because it created loose stools. Her daughter brought in glycerin suppositories for p.r.n use and that is quite reasonable. I saw patient today in her room. She was pleasant. Today, she had her hair combed, make up on and necklaces on which I told her stands out in comparison to last few times I have seen her and it was clear she had not gotten really out of bed or dressed which she acknowledged.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative in room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/62, pulse 62, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 sat 98%.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with her walker. No edema of feet, ankles, legs, or calves area.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2-3. Speech is clear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Constipation. Glycerin suppository one q.d. p.r.n and continue with Senna.
