CC: Side facial swelling and small open area on buttock.

HPI: A 94-year-old who has left side facial swelling from the parotid area extending down to the angle of the jaw line going down into the neck. This was the third recurrence this calendar year, was hospitalized for a day or two and the initial and the second we were able to treat her with IM antibiotic during the facility with complete resolution. She eats the same diet. No change in medications. No trauma to the area and her symptoms started last evening and I spoke to the hospice nurse ordered IV antibiotic, which I have got here today and she received her first injection. She has gotten out of bed and sat in her wheelchair rolled around the facility. She does not appear to feel at her baseline, more fatigued and her p.o intake was poor today. I saw her sleeping soundly and was able to examine her without her awakening. 

DIAGNOSES: Left side facial swelling from the parotid area extending down the left side of her neck and under her chin and lesion on the buttock and endstage unspecified dementia, and dysphagia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/13/22.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 104/55, pulse 70, temperature 96.0, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96%.

HEENT: Visible firm indurated area from the parotid area on left side extending down angle of the jaw and the neck to the left side submental area. It is firm to touch and slightly warm. She did not flinch and quite firm.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized sarcopenia. No edema. She moves all limbs. She can propel her manual wheelchair.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x1.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Parotiditis left side. Rocephin 1 g three consecutive days. We will follow with oral antibiotic pending a result to determine whether we need to extend her IM antibiotic. She is to be offered fluids and food if she tolerates and then the area on her bottom I did not get to see. We will speak to hospice nurse tomorrow regarding this.
