CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 82-year-old with non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma monitored by the Stephenson Cancer Center Hematology/Oncology section. She had lab work there on 08/16/22. There is a CBC and CMP for review. The patient has not undergone any therapeutic treatment for this. She has been here June 2021 and it is unclear what treatment as when she was admitted. Family was not present to give information and in her stay it has not been anything they have raised more to the focus on her cognitive function. The patient is at her baseline wheeling herself around in her manual wheelchair She feeds herself. She will talk when she wants and looks around people and is interactive.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well-developed and well-nourished female distressed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/82, pulse 70, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and O2 sat 96%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good muscle strength rolling her chair around. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1 and sometimes 2. She is verbal, can be random and out of context, but at other times she can ask questions that are clear and direct. Her affect can be congruent with what is going on around her.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Non-Hodgkin lymphoma by history. No current treatment for the same. Labs from Stephenson Cancer Center show a normal CBC and quite happy for the patient.

2. Review of lab. CBC is WNL with normal indices and CMP all WNL to include her albumin and protein, which are well within parameters.
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
