HPI: An 96-year-old who is now in a new apartment that is more centrally located and she is sharing out with her male friend Ron who has moved in approximately a week ago. She seems very happy and it is notable that she speaks more and her speech is more fluid and coherent. She is more alert and she clearly shines enjoying his attention as well as the fact that other people come into their room and visit with both of them. She stated that well we have not got it fully decorated but it will be and which she then adds more. The patient has a couch that she sleeps on the same one that she used in her other apartment and Ron tells me that she has had this couch for about 20 years and that he was familiar with it from her apartment before she moved into Rivendell. She is getting around in her wheelchair without any difficulty.

DIAGNOSES: Endstage vascular dementia, expressive aphasia improving, CKD, HTN, and Afib.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/13/22.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and seems quite happy.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/70, pulse 74, temperature 96.9, respirations 18, and O2 sat 93%.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rhythm, but prominent heart sounds. No rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels in her wheelchair without difficulty. No LEE.
