CC: Followup with falls.
HPI: A 92-year-old gentleman who is quite tall, ambulates with the walker and has history of bilateral lower extremity weakness with peripheral neuropathy. The patient also had a wheelchair that he was using when he first arrived. He does use that but less so than before. Today when I spoke with him, I asked him what he was doing when falls occurred and it is when he stands up and he is trying to turn around or move himself from his chair to his wheelchair and his legs get stuck and would not turn with him. I told him that he could use his call light and exercise his patients to wait because somebody comes and can assist him in his transfer so that it is done safely. I think that is appropriate to start physical therapy in this gentleman who has not had any in some time given his multiple medical issues. He is receptive but appeared puzzled. I did leave VM with his son/POA Tim Haddican.
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
