CC: Increasing agitation and anxiety with delusions.

HPI: An 84-year-old with Lewy body dementia and recent staging to further progression. While he remains verbal and ambulatory, he has become more paranoid and delusional talking about needing to go home, what his job is and that he is just here visiting. The nurse from hospice approached him today to see if she could just speak with him and he said no thanks. He said I have a boyfriend. He had to be told once again that this was a professional visit and that no one was flirting with him. He had difficulty standing still for any length of time when I saw him. He also has paranoia about taking medications for fear of what people are trying to do to him. I spoke with the nurse about some of his medications. He has a nasal spray that he does not know how to use. He argues with them about its use and when he is allowed to in front of him try to administer it to himself, he cannot.
Today’s issue is medication refusal and increasing agitation and anxiety.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Medication refusal. I am discontinuing four medications at this point nonessential. 
2. Anxiety. ABH gel 0.5 mL t.i.d. routine.
