HISTORY: This is a 7-year-old child accompanied by mother here with right ear pain. Mother stated this started approximately yesterday, but it has gotten worse in the last half an hour. She stated the child was out swimming about a week or so ago and noticed pain approximately two to three days after swimming, but she was hoping it goes away, but it did not.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies secondhand smoke exposure.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother denies change in the patient’s activities. She states child is eating and drinking well. Denies vomiting or diarrhea.

She states the child’s vaccinations are all up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 120/76.

Pulse 120.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Right Ear: Erythematous TM. TM is dull. There is effusion behind TM and effusion appears purulent.
Positive tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness. No discharge. No bleeding.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Normal bowel sounds. No guarding. No rigidity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media, acute, right.

2. Acute otitis externa, right.

3. Right ear pain.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medication: Amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL, she will take one teaspoon t.i.d. for 10 days, 150 mL. Mother was advised to buy over-the-counter Tylenol or Motrin for pain. She was also given a sample of Ciprodex one drop b.i.d. for 10 days. Mother was advised to come back to the clinic if the child does not get better or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
