History: Ms. Curry was seen today. Ms. Curry has not lost anymore weight. She has not even gained weight. She started with me with 306 pounds and now she is 292 pounds, so overall she has lost weight, but what I am following her is her creatinine; the patient had a blood urea nitrogen of 18 and creatinine of 1.39 in March 2022, then in May 2022, it improved to BUN of 19 and creatinine of 1.22, and then on 06/10/2022, she got a creatinine of 1.29 and BUN of 22. On 08/10/2022, the patient had BUN of 29 and creatinine of 1.49; all of that was high. The patient had a low lithium level in the past. The only thing the patient has had is some ear infection, she even had a tube put in, in her left ear in the ENT office and this may have caused some prerenal azotemia. I have advised a lithium level; I have given it on a LabCorp request a lithium level and a comprehensive metabolic panel for creatinine and BUN to be done this week. The patient may need to do it again soon because the last lab was on 08/10/2022, so it is already two weeks, so she is going to check that and, depending on that, we will adjust the lithium levels. As the patient comes from way out of town in Crockett, I have decided to do a telehealth visit with her, which is okay with her. She is going to get the labs done this week and I will do telehealth visit next week with the patient. The patient is seeing an ENT doctor in Palestine who is treating her for ear infection and tubes in her left ear. The patient is going to be seen by telehealth visit in a week and, depending on the lithium levels, her lithium dose may need adjustment.
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
