LOUIS, KIMMEY
This is an 86-year-old gentleman on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. Since last certification, the patient has had more decline in cognitive ability, increased agitation, sundowner syndrome, decreased appetite, 5-pound weight loss, continues to be bowel and bladder incontinent and continues to have total ADL dependency. He also suffers from hypertension, type II diabetes, and hyperlipidemia. Prior to this certification, he was alert and oriented x 1, but no longer is he alert and oriented at this time. The patient’s sister-in-law Magnolia is his primary caregiver and attests to decline in his health since last certification. The patient is at high risk of fall. He is in pain related to his diabetic neuropathy. He also lost his wife due to COVID-19 on his birthday which I think may be causing his worsening mentation. KPS score is at 40%. The patient remains hospice appropriate, will be certified for hospice care for this period.
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
