PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is not in distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 122 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97.5. Respirations 16. Pulse 71. Blood pressure 126/52.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
LEFT HAND: The patient has avulsion laceration DIP volar aspect left hand. He also has swelling about the hypothenar eminence of the left hand.
X-rays of the hand show a boxer’s fracture.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Boxer’s fracture.

2. Hand was cleansed.

3. Anesthetized.
4. Two sutures were applied to close the avulsion laceration of the left hand the volar aspect with 3-0 sutures.

5. He tolerated the procedure well.

6. No foreign bodies were noted.
7. No vascular or neurological deficit was noted.

8. Gutter splint was applied.

9. Rocephin 1 g given.

10. DT given.
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11. Keflex 500 mg q.i.d.

12. Motrin 800 mg t.i.d.

13. Come back in 24 hours. We will replace the dressing ourselves to make sure everything is doing better.
14. Everything was discussed with the patient and his supervisor that he is here right now. It is called Meisy Company with a supervisor that is here now at this time.
