Dear Ms. Bennett:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Wedel with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was May 4, 2022. His biggest complaint is back, hip and joint pain and apparently he has been to pain clinic and he received some injections in his back and they have not been especially helpful and the next step may be surgery is what he reports.  He denies headache or syncopal episodes.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood, or melena.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess, or blood. No edema. No unusual rashes.  No ulcerations.

Medications: Medication list is reviewed, he is on glipizide, gabapentin, insulin and new medication he reports is Lipitor 40 mg once daily.  He is not using any oral nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs for pain.

Physical Examination: Weight 160 pounds. Pulse 95. Temperature is 97.7. Oxygen saturation 98% on room air and blood pressure was 122/82.

Labs: Most recent lab studies were done August 16, 2022, creatinine is stable at 2.1 with an estimated GFR of 36, electrolytes are normal, calcium is 10.6, was an elevated albumin of 5.2, phosphorus is 3.2, hemoglobin is 15.8 with a normal white count and normal platelet.
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Assessment and Plan: Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, stable over time. He has no symptoms of encephalopathy or uremia. No chest pain.  No volume overload. Osteoarthritis, but he does not use anti-inflammatory agent.  He has been going to the pain clinic to try to get pain relief.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done monthly and he will have a followup visit with this practice in four months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
