SUBJECTIVE: The patient has been found to have left kidney mass suggestive of renal cell carcinoma but he works out of town. He had a CT scan of the chest done on June 27, 2022 and he could not schedule CT scan of the abdomen until July 21, 2022 and now he is going back to Oklahoma again and he cannot see West Texas Urology for another six to eight weeks. He has not heard anything from West Texas Urology and we gave him copy of the x-ray reports and his demographics and he will take it to West Texas Urology office, which will be open on August 24, 2022 in Odessa. We have spoken with West Texas Urology. We have faxed the paperwork again. The patient will need to see West Texas Urology for possible kidney mass. The patient had a left kidney mass 8.24 x 6.64 x 5.73 cm size. The patient is only taking metformin and glipizide and his blood sugars are high at home.

PLAN: The patient has new insurance and he may be able to afford Trijardy and we started him back on Trijardy XR 12.5/2.5/1000 mg two tablets daily. Metformin was discontinued. He will continue glipizide ER and use it only for blood sugar if his blood sugar is above 100. The patient will be seen again in three months. Blood test will be done at that time. Blood tests were not done today as he is not taking his medicines regularly.
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
