PATIENT NAME: Alvarado, Remigio

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/23/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient went to the emergency room at Medical Center Hospital early this morning with swelling of tongue, which was attributed to angioedema from lisinopril. Lisinopril has been discontinued. The patient was given Benadryl and Decadron in the emergency room and he was discharge home with prednisone. Prednisone 50 mg daily for five days and family is going to pickup the prescription today. The patient still has swelling of legs, but it is improving. He is able to swallow water and he could take his medicine today.

PLAN: The patient advised not to take lisinopril or other ACE inhibitors in future. We gave name of the medication and he will write down in his records also. We added in our records. The patient will also take Benadryl 25 mg twice a day. Lisinopril has been discontinued. His blood pressure is high and he we started him on hydralazine 25 mg three times a day and we will adjust the medications depending on his blood pressure at home. The patient’s family will monitor blood pressure at home. The patient will be seen again for followup on September 7, 2022 as per his previous appointment.
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
