This 44-year-old Caucasian female who comes here for establishing PCP since her insurance changed. She smokes three cigarettes daily. She used to smoke one pack per day for 15 to 20 years. Alcohol socially. Denies any drug allergies. She does not work at present.
She is here for a prescription of regular insulin for her insulin pump.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has diabetes for the last five to six years. Prior to that she had gestational diabetes when her son now 17 and daughter now 21 were being born. The patient is on insulin pump as well as Farxiga. Her blood sugars runs around 160 to 180. A1c around 6.8. She also gave history of metastatic breast cancer diagnosed in May 2021. At the time of diagnosis, it was advanced with metastasis in mediastinal area. She is on a clinical trial with Ibrance and Letrozole. She sees a physician at Texas Oncology. She also is on fenofibrate for hypertriglyceridemia and she also reports that she has history of gastroparesis.

PAST MEDICAL / SURGICAL HISTORY: She had hysterectomy in 2018 for endometriosis.

FAMILY HISTORY: Her family history positive for grandmother had ovarian cancer and maternal grandmother had lung cancer.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a 44-year-old female.

Vital Signs: She is 5’4” tall, weighing 180 pounds, blood pressure 134/74.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck.
Chest: Symmetrical.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Metastatic breast cancer. The patient is on Letrozole and Ibrance.

2. Diabetes mellitus. She wears insulin pump and she takes Farxiga. At present, she ran out of regular insulin. So, she is taking Tresiba 24 units daily plus regular insulin 10 units twice daily. She has a Dexcom G6 Glucose Monitoring System and she has Omnipod for insulin infusions.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, A1c and we will write her a prescription for Humulin regular as well as Tresiba and also Dexcom G6 sensors and Omnipod.
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
