Thank you for this referral.

This 67-year-old male smokes half pack a day for 40 years, alcohol rarely. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He denied any weakness or fatigue. He is here for evaluation for recently discovered anemia. His past medical history includes history of hypothyroidism, history of schizoaffective disorder, history of mixed hyperlipidemia, peripheral vascular disease, and COPD.

He is on several medications including fluoxetine 40 mg, levothyroxine 50 mcg, risperidone 4 mg, and he also is on rosuvastatin 40 mg and Breztri Aerosphere for his COPD.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Very pleasant 67-year-old male.

Vital Signs: He is 5’7” tall, blood pressure 108/56. He is 147 pounds.
HEENT: He is normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph nodes felt in the neck. JVP flat. Carotid palpable.
Chest: Symmetrical.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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His recent CBC on 08/11/22 showed WBC of 6.4, hemoglobin 11.8, and hematocrit 35.4. His RDW was 17.5 and platelet count was 150. Creatinine was 0.8 which is normal.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild anemia, cause unclear.

2. History of schizoaffective disorder and hypothyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood for CBC, reticulocyte count, CMP, iron, ferritin, and B12 level as well as LDH and haptoglobin and once available, we can make further recommendation.
