Chief Complaints: Mr. Camaron Daniel Grantham is a 36-year-old white male with:

1. Severe mental health problems for many years.

2. Bilateral knee pains.

3. History of right knee surgery.

4. History of multiple suicide attempts.

5. History of multiple mental health admissions.

6. History of major bilateral hearing loss and needs hearing aids.

History of Present Illness: The patient states the patient’s mother has had a history of bipolar disorder, major depression and anxiety and the patient inherited the problems from her. He has diagnoses of:

1. Bipolar type II.

2. Mental illness.

3. Chronic depression.

4. PTSD.

5. Anxiety.

6. Agoraphobia.
He states he has done multiple suicide attempts mostly with overdose of pills. He states he has moved here from Washington State as that was too expensive. His last suicide attempt was in 2014.

Past Medical History: He states he was hit by an SUV when he was on a bicycle in 2015, and that has caused him to have lot of neuropathies in his legs. He has had an episode of pancreatitis in 2016.

Operations: Include:

1. Arthroscopic surgery, right knee.

2. Some surgery over the right eyebrow of removal of some cysts.
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Medications: Medications at home are:

1. Ondansetron.

2. Fluvoxamine.

3. Asthma inhaler.

4. Clonidine.

5. Claritin.

6. Meloxicam.

7. Hydroxyzine.

8. Quetiapine.

9. Gemfibrozil.
10. Escitalopram.

11. Lactulose.

Allergies: He is allergic to:

1. PENICILLIN.
2. AMOXICILLIN.
3. Seasonal allergies.

4. PAPER TAPE.
Personal History: He states he did finish high school. He had done some retail work, but his last job was in 2019, working as a substitute para-educational teacher. He is married. He has no children. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs.

Review of Systems: He denies any chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain.

Physical Examination:
General: Reveals Mr. Camaron Daniel Grantham to be a 36-year-old white male who is awake, alert, oriented and in no acute distress. He was wearing braces on both arms, double brace on the right knee and single brace on the left knee. His gait is abnormal. He is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 5’7”.

Weight 244 pounds.

Blood pressure 148/100.

Pulse 80 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 97%.

Temperature 97.1.

BMI 38.
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Snellen’s Test: Vision without glasses:

Right eye 20/100.

Left eye 20/200.

Both eyes 20/100.

With glasses vision:

Right eye 20/100.

Left eye 20/70.

Both eyes 20/50.

He does have hearing aids in both ears.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.
Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. There is a scar on the right lateral knee of previous right knee surgery.
Neurologic: Range of motion of the lumbar spine is decreased by 50%. Straight leg raising is about 30 degrees on the right side and is about 80 degrees on the left side. There is no evidence of muscle atrophy. Alternate pronation and supination of the hands is normal. Finger-nose testing is normal. There is no nystagmus. Overall, motor system is essentially normal except for the knees and he has reduced sensation to touch and pain over both lower extremities.
Review of Records per TRC: Reveals some records of a hospital in Washington where the patient was seen with an episode of slurred speech and weakness of left side of body and he was told that he has history of anxiety, which is doing this and advised him hydroxyzine. His diagnosis at that time was generalized anxiety disorder. He was told he could have a TIA and was advised an MRI of the brain without contrast and a neurological consultation. There is a Hearing Center note, which revealed significant bilateral hearing loss.

The Patient’s Problems: Multiple, including:
1. Severe chronic mental health problems. He had multiple hospitalizations. He has chronic suicidal ideation.

2. He has bilateral knee pain and he has developed some sort of neuropathy of his feet, which he states he developed after he was on a bicycle and hit by a car.

3. Family history of bipolar type II disorder is present.
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
