History: Ms. McCombs is a 95-year-old white female who is extremely fragile, hanging on a thin piece of thread; and if we restrict fluids, she gets dehydrated and if we give her fluids, she goes into congestive heart failure and her kidney function her being so petite even 1.11 is high, but right now, I am watching her kidney function serially and her last creatinine is 1.22 down from 1.27, which is definitely an improvement. Her potassium is 5.1, but the patient is taking furosemide three times a week from original two times a week and I think that has helped her kidneys. She appears very comfortable. She is not short of breath. She is well dressed and even her rhythm appears to be sinus rhythm.

The Patient’s Problems are:

1. Congestive heart failure.

2. Prerenal azotemia.

3. Z23.

4. Long-standing hypertension.

Plan: As outlined. Continue three times a week of furosemide. See her in two weeks after the long weekend, do some labs right the day before her visit and see her in the office in two weeks. The patient’s sister-in-law also states she is doing good considering we are checking so that the kidney function does not get worse and she does not go into florid renal failure and she is agreeable with my serial examinations in the office.
