The patient will become confused and disoriented.  This happens too many times to count.  The patient does not remember how many times this happened.  There were many motors around when he was in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that in 2015, the patient was deployed on a ship.  The patient tells me that he was trying the use the hose and put off some fire on the ship.  However, the hose pulled away from him.  He instantly fell and hit the ground with his head.  His head hit the ground and then he had severe headaches.  The patient was instantly confused and disoriented.  On 07/04/2019, the patient tells me that he was near a large firework explosion.  The firework blew up.  He tells me that shrapnel damaged him.  It also caused third-degree burns.  It also caused head injury.  The patient tells me that he was confused and disoriented.

The patient tells me that since the incidence, the patient has several symptoms.  The patient became very anxious and nervous.  The patient tells me that he had severe headaches almost every day.  He has severe migraine headaches all the time.  It is difficult to fall sleep at night.  He has insomnia symptoms.  He is always on the edge.  The patient has difficulty with memory.  He has difficulty to remember.  Difficulty to concentration.  Difficulty to hold a conversation.  The patient currently is not working.  He was discharged from Marine Corps in April 2022.  The patient used to be an aircraft mechanic for the Marine Corps.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to do his job.  He has difficulty to concentrate.  The headaches affecting him to do his job.  The patient has difficulty to follow tasks duties.  The patient becomes very nervous and anxious at work.  The patient also tells me the difficulty with conversation.
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
