CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup of multiple dog bites.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that multiple dog bites wounds are healing and still he has pain upon activities of daily living and most of the wounds have no more bleeding or discharge. The left hematoma is less and there is no redness.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, calf swelling or tremors.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Within normal limits.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

Left arm hematoma is less painful and handgrips are bilaterally equal.

The left leg dog bite is healing with minimal surrounding tenderness, but there is no discharge or pus formation. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
