PATIENT NAME: Wilson, Dorothy

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/23/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted at Odessa Regional Medical Center from August 5, 2022 to August 10, 2022 for acute respiratory failure with hypoxemia, congestive heart failure, acute on chronic diastolic with ejection fraction 55-60% and pulmonary hypertension. She also had chronic kidney insufficiency, which got changed to acute kidney insufficiency with use of intravenous diuretics. Her BUN and creatinine had gone up. Now, she is on oral Lasix and BUN and creatinine should come down and patient will get other blood test CBC and CMP at our office in next three to four days. The patient was also treated for acute exacerbation of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. She has history of smoking, but now she has quit smoking. The patient is using albuterol and Atrovent by SVN. She is stable. She was discharged and we did not know about her being in the hospital. The patient was seen in the office today. We have reviewed the medications. We are going to change some of her medications. The patient was on amlodipine 10 mg and losartan 50 mg in the past. Her BUN and creatinine were elevated and she had not taken losartan to the hospital and she is not on losartan at present. If her BUN and creatinine come down we will restart her on losartan.

PLAN: The patient was given a new list of medications. Amlodipine 5 mg daily is ordered from the hospital. Previously, she was on amlodipine 10 mg daily. Hospital had ordered hydralazine 50 mg three times a day but we are going to reduce it to 50 mg twice a day and we are going to discontinue it ultimately. The patient was restarted on metoprolol ER 50 mg daily. If BUN and creatinine improve, she will be started on losartan also for congestive heart failure. She is now on Lasix 40 mg daily for congestive heart failure. The patient was seen by Dr. Agusala, Dr. Anand Reddy, and Dr. Kodityal during her hospital stay. The patient’s family will make appointment with Dr. Agusala. We ordered Trelegy inhaler and albuterol inhaler for COPD. For complete list of medications see the medication list.
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
