PATIENT NAME: Watters, Jimmy

DATE OF SERVICE: 08/23/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was recently admitted at Odessa Regional Medical Center from August 11, 2022 to August 13, 2022. The patient was diagnosed to have pneumonia and was given Levaquin. The patient received Levaquin in the hospital and he was given Levaquin for five more days. He also had acute on chronic hypoxic respiratory failure, acute kidney injury, congestive heart failure, acute on chronic and systolic with ejection fraction 30%. The patient went home and he felt better for few days, but he now has a cough and shortness of breath.

PLAN: The patient was started on doxycycline 100 mg twice a day or 10 days for acute bronchitis to rule out any pneumonia. The patient will get chest x-ray done. He is taking diuretic and he will continue diuretic. He says his medicines have not been changed in the hospital. He was taking metolazone 5 mg every third day, but previously he was on metolazone 5 mg every other day. We advised him to go back to metolazone 5 mg every other day as advised before he will continue furosemide 40 mg, two tablets in the morning. The patient will get chest x-ray at ORMC. The patient has appointment to see Dr. Nam Kim in about two weeks. He had last echocardiogram done on August 11, 2022 and it had shown improvement in ejection fraction. His ejection fraction was 35-40% and he had a global hypokinesia. He will be seen again as per previous appointment.
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
